In 2009, we’ve added 
the southernmost prov-
ince of Tierra del 
Fuego to our list of 
provinces served in 
Argentina.

As of December 2009, the program has as-

sisted missionaries in the following provinces:  San Juan, San Luis, 

La Rioja, Catamarca, Salta, Santiago del Estero, Santa Cruz, Jujuy, 

Formosa, Córdoba, Corrientes, Mendoza and Tierra del Fuego.  In 

2009, 12 shipments of clothing were either mailed to or hand deliv-

ered to Argentina; benefiting missionaries in 7provinces. 

We seek out and appreciate opportunities to partner with ex-

missionaries returning to Argentina, or family members traveling to 

pick up a missionary, who are willing to take with them a suitcase of 

clothing for the program.
